gred under the othsr three series. Flora of Kerals ; Grasses is
one such contribution coming wunder series 2.

The importance of the family Gramineae to mankind is well
known. More than any other gtoup of plants, grasses and bam-
boas contribute to mankind major steple food, fodder and shel-
tey. Our preseni civilization roo1s sguarely on this family, Scien-
ists of the Botanical Survey of india have discoversad several
rew species and varieties of gresses. The svolution of their
potential uses has to pa undertaken. The recent discovery of
Oryza indendamanica, a wiid vice from Andamans has given a
wider genatic base far rice, The use ot OQryza malampuzhaensis
for genatic improvement against blast disease is well known,
Tha number of new species and wvarieties added to the grass
flara of Karala itself shows the vast potential that requires disc-
overy and evaluation,

kerala supparts a luxuriant florse including many endemic
elements, This area has attracted the attention of many Botanists
from tha Woesat, even from tha very eatly times, as i evidenced
by tha fact that one of the pioneer works on !ndiar boteny, namely
Hortus Malsbarices (van Rheede, 1B878-1703) 5 based on tha
plants of the northern part of this state, Realizing the urgent
need for o detailed study of the Hora of this state, Botanical
Survey of Indie has been concentrating on intensive axplorations
and detailed botanical studies of this area. The prasent publication
on the grasses of Kerala is the resulr of such a study,

family of flowering plants in the world, with over 700 genera and
prababiy 10,000 species, it is an imporiani family of plants piaying

economic importance of grasses lies in their paramaunt role as food :
7097 of the world's farmland is planted with crop grasses, and aver 50%,
of waorld’'s calorias coms from grasses, A good number of gresses are
cultlvated for thelr grains.  In ferms o world praduction of crops today,
the first four are grassss; sugarcane, whest, rice and comn, Severzl
prasses are well-known for their rich fodder value, Grasses cantrol
erosion, make turf, form lawns and provide the majer sourca for
alechol,

For propsr utilization of raw materials in & uuvmupm‘g COuntry lika
Indiz, the need far bagic sconomic surveys: and assessment of the
natural resources is often emphasized. To undertake such survays and
nvastigations it is essentjal that the flora of the country should be
well-known and only when g}l the plants aré correctly named, described
and classified it would be possible to recognize useful ar potential plants
of aconomic wvalue, The study of grazses has not attracted the desirad
attention as the group is considered difficult for identification,
Their spikelets being minuta, the grasses require careful dissectian for
correct determination.  Being a botanically “neglectied group™ gragses

AREA OF 5TUDY
TOPOGRAPHY

The State of Kerala lies along the southern west ciast of India,
approximately between the latitudes 8° 18" and 72° 48’ N and longitudes
74762 and 77 22" E. It is bounded by Karnataka in the narth,
Tamil Madu in the South, Western Ghats in the east and the Arabian
Seain the west, The lotal fand area comes to about 39,864 kma.
Administratively the state conmsists of 14 districts. Tha entire area can
he divided into thres parallel strips in the north-soumh direciion ;

fi) Midland Region

Lving batwaan tha coastal region and the mountainous region, tha
midland consists of highly undulating, lateritic hilly tracts. Mast of tha
midtand and coastal regions are now thickly populated and are under
aggressive cuttivation. The majar agricutural crop in the areg is paddy
and the tree crops being coconut, erecanut, cashew, jack and mango.

(3i}) Mowuntainous Region

The mountainous region consists of a series of hilly 1anges ot
Western Ghats clothed with dense forest vegetation, The eastern
bhorder of Kerala is bounded by an almost unbtoken mourntain wall, the
Western Ghats, with major hills like Anamala, Choalamala, Elarna'la_
Amruthamala 2te.  The continuity of the Ghats s breken by &
prominent depression, the ‘Palghat Saddle’ {'Palghat Gap'). South of
this gap lies the Anamalais range with the highest peak in Perinsular
India {Anamudi, 2,695 m). On the lower south-western side of the
Nilyiri Pleteau lies the verdant Silent Valley, Afong the south, the
western Ghats is rather interrupted and extends up to Kanyakumari.

The most magnificent among the backwaters of Kerala are the
“Yemhanad take" which is tha largest ona in tha S5tate and tha
+Ashiamudi lake” which is the deepest one. Oiher important backwaters
include Veli, Katinamkulam, Anjango, Edave, Nadavara, Paravoor,
Kayamkulam, Kodungallore and Chetua, The "Sasthamkotta lake” is the

only natural fresh water Jake in Kerala,

Mora than forty rivers with their innumerable tributaries ariginate
in Western Ghats and cuiting acposs Keraia join ine Arabian Sea.
Amang thoze ‘Bharathapuzha® is the longest one in tha State, which
ariginates from Anamala and falis in the Arabian Sea. ‘Pamba’ is
another important river of Kerala which is otherwise known as the ‘Gift
of Kurtanad’ Both these rivers are considered sacred by the Hindus,

‘Periyaty’ the second longest rvef in Kerala makes its origin frem

GEJLOGY AND SOIL

Four main types of geological formations ocour in Kerala, like recant
deposjts, Late Tertiary beds {wWarkalli beds), Laterlte belts formed from
tha crystalline rocke and the cryetalline peninsular gneicses, A cmall
cutcrop of Middle Tertiary lime stone is found in Quilen and fossiliferous
Miocene beds near Varkala {warkalli beds). The greater part of
Travancore is occupied by gneisses belonging 1o the Charnockitas with
granujitic siructure (Sen Gupia & Chatterjes, 1536).

The main soil types met within Kerala Stats are (1} Alluvial Soil
(2) FPeaty Sait {3) Red Soil (4) Laterile and Lateritic Soil and
{(6) Forast Scil. In Kuttanad areas the soile are alluvial. The alluvia
an the banks of the main rivers are feriile. Peaty Scoils or ‘Kari Soils’
are found usuvally along those arzas which get submerged during
monsgen. The soile are black, heavy asd highly acidic. A major
portion of Kerala s covered by Red Soeifs which are yanerally well-
drained and poor in nutrients, Laterite and Lateritic Sails are saen in the
midland as well as parts of the highland regions, These soils are
gencrally poor in NFK and organic matter, The ground of the forest is
covered by vegetation and forest litter and lence Forest Soils are black
in colour containinyg much decomposed organic matler,

The soils of Chavara and Neendakara contain rare materials like
Himerda, monasile, silicon, etc, which are isuvlaied by 1he Titanium
Factory at Trivandium and Rare Earth Factory at Alwaye, (Glass s
manufactured from the peculiar sandy spiis available at Shertallay,
Shells abtained from the Yembanad lake are utilised For the manufacture
of cement by the Nattakom Factory at Kottayam, Workable reserves of
bauxite in Kumble of Cannanore District, iron ore in Cheropa, Eliottu-
mals, Manminda and Maduvannoor of Cglicut Distriet and grephite

raserves in Thodupuzha of ldukki District have besn discovered, offering
scope far industriel axpension,

Kerata has a warm, humid, tropical climate with an avearage rainfalj
of 3,020 mm par yaar and a ralative humidity ranging between 75 and 92
percent. The Siate receivés both tha south-wast and the narth-east
mangoans. A major portion of the annual precipitation is received from
the south-west monsoon which showers between June and September,
North-east monsoon brings light showers between October and Novem-
bar, March and April are the hottest monthe, The average annual
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rainfall ranges between 1,016 mm to over 7,620 mm in hilly areas like

‘Pattimudi” The average day temperature of plains varies from 23.9-
37.7°C and in hilly areas it ranges batwesn 7.2 to 32, 2°C,

PREVIOUS WORK

Botanically, the area remained underexplored. and no comprehansive
floristic account, especially on the grasses of this region is availabla,

van Rheede (1878-1703) was one of the pianasrs ta prepare an acco-
unt on the plants of this area. In his monumantal wark, **Horius Malabari
cus’’, among tha 784 plants iljustrated and described, there are only 20
plales of yrasses, But in Hocker's Fiara of British india, only i3 out
of the 20 of these plates beolonging to Gramineae have hean conszidered.
Maoreaver, the present concept of nlant nomenclaiura was not adapted in
Rheede's work and hence its utility for the determination of plants is
limited,

Hooker {1872-1897). in his “Flora of British India”* treats about 700
species of grasses in 130 genera but mentions anly about 20-25 spacies
including one or two endemics, &s occurring in Kerala, Rama Rao (1914,
in his ~“Flowering Plants of Travancore”™ gives 8 mere list af about 21}
grasses in 69 genara, Ranga Acharivar & Todulings Mudalivar {1921} in
their *"Handbaak of Seme Camman Sauth indian Grasses”” dascribe and
illustrate about 103 species of Foaceae, but unfortupately, most of them
ara fram the plains and only s few grasses are from Kerala State. Fischer
{(1534-°36} In Gambla's Ffuora of Presidency of Madras, describes more than

according to him, are distributed in Kerala which include 10-15 andemics.

Jacob {1247) published twe new species of D/meria and a new varie-
1y of Eragrostis from Kerala. Puri {1980} included a list of grasses in hia
publication. Rao (1964) reported the occurrence af Leplaspis urceolets
in India from Thenmala Forest Division of Quilon, Shetty er af. (1973)
reported Ewfalia thwaitesii in India from Anamudi slopes. Eilis and
Karthikeyan {1973) puhlished a new variety of Aleferopsis sp, from
Kerala, Fatil & D'Cruz {1974) described a new species of fschaemurm fram
Alleppey.  Mitra B Jain (1880) have made chitical notes on the identity
of four graminaceaus plants treated in Horlus Malabaricus™ MNairV.J,
& Ramachandran 198Q) reported the occurrence of Eragrostis zevianica
ahd fechaemum zayfanicefum in South India from Canngnore Ristrict. Nair
ef al. (1980) reported the occurrenca of frachne gracitis in Kevala from
Sitent Valley. Nait & Bhargevan {1282) published critical notes on a rare

tirass from Silent Valley.

GENERAL PATTERN OF VEGETATION

The following main types of tropical vegetation ars met within
Kerala:

A. Wyt Evergreen Forests

The tropical everQreen forests of Xerala have been continuously
subjected to intarference by man and are highly deteriorated. Still,
patches of typical evergreen farests can be noticed along the wastern
slopes of Agastyamala, Nilgiri complex including Silent Valley,
Sabarigin etc.

Tha dominant plants in these foraests are Palaguivar sffipticum,
Cufignia exariflata, Mangifera indica, Canarium strictum, etc, As 3
rute, under the fuil canopy of the evergreen forests, grasses will not
develop except the very shade tolerant species like Centoiheca
lappacea, Leplaspis urceolata, Oplismenus compositus, lophatherum
gracife. etc. Most of thase grasses have comparatively broader
leaves,

B. Semi-evergreen Forests

These forests usually occur between the upland wet evergreen
above and the lowland moist deciduous below consisting of 2 misturae
of both evergreen and deciduous elements. In Kerala, we come
across these forests maindy in Nilambur, Wynad, falghat, Ranni,
Thenmala, etc.

The frees generatly found in the semi-avergreen typs are Xy/lia
xyfacarpa, Vataria indica, Ferminalia paniculata, Mangifera indica,

This type is wvery characteristic in Kerals end it has replaced
evergreen forests in seversl places (Chandrasekharan, 1982).
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. Dry Deciduous Farests

These forests are of limited occurrence in Kerala, and are found
matnly in Walayar, Marayur, and Anjanad Valleys. Occurrence of
natural ‘sandal forests’ in Marayur and ‘teak plantations’ in Milambur
have aiso been noficed. Mosi of the species are deciducus during

The comman spacies are Jectons grandis, Santalum aftbum,
Butea monosperma, Prearocarpus marsupium, ete, Same gresses Hke
Arisiioa seiacea, Alyochelylrum repens, Panicum notatum, Fenni-
sgtum polyetechyon, Digitariz cilizriz, ate, have also baen chaerved

along the scrub iungles.

E. Grasslands

The arasslands of Kerala can broadly be classified into two main
types {i) Low Leve! Grasslands and {ii) High Altitude Grasslands,

{i) Low Level Grasslands

Thess graselands lie up to 1000 m altitude and are very scattered
and often intermixed with forests. Based on the habitat features,

(8) DryGrassfands

These occur along dry rocky plateau and isclated hills of Kerala
in places like Taliparambka, Kasaragod and Bendudka argas ef Canna-
rnare and Kasaragod Dhistricts, Pokkunnamala and Chelanur of Calicut
Dristrict and parts af jower Yyynad. Large areas of such grassiands

have hasn apnticed in tha noarthern-most arces of Karala Thaso

grasslands ara intersparsed hare and there with a few scrub jungles
of common plants lika Sridefis retusa, Butea monosperma, Macas-
tangs pellata, etc, The commen herbaceous plants in these grass-
iands are Cafosie argantea, Folfycarpsea surea, Siriga futes, Exacum
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The comman grass spacies in these grasslands are Pseudantfi-
stiria heterociita, Dimaeria biafata, Heleropogon contortus, Ischaemum
mdicum, Arundinella mosaphylla, Dimearia spp. ete., along opon
grassfands and Arundinefia canrnanarica., Bhidea burnsiana, Dantho-
nidiurm gammied, Dimeria spp., etc, along the diy rocky places.

(&) Wet Grasslands

Thase are seen along the margins of water-courges like poals,
puddles, backwaters, along marshy places and coastz2l regions.
Alang the low-lands reclaimed from Vembanad and Ashtamudi lakes
of Allappey, Kottayam and Kayamkulam aréas we Can cOmg across
this types of grasslands, Soma of such areas are below the mean
saa-level. Thousands of hectaras of such low lying wet grasslands
have been noticed at ‘A. Block™ and 'Chithira-Marthandam” areas of
Alleppey.

Common species of grasses along such grasslands are Lriechice
pracers, Paspsfum conjugstum. Paspalidium geminatum, Fanicum
repens, fmpatata cylindrica, Brachiaria mutica, ete. and most of
these spocies ara highly adaptable to theiy semiagquatic habitat,

Along ths coastal margins of Thrikkunnapuzha, Alleppey,
Chavara, Neendakaras snd 'Munrethuruthy’ of Quilen, Cochin and
veli a peculiar typa of wet grasslands have been noticed. Due to the
salinity of water and some other soil conditions met with, most of
the species here are stunted in growth and thay form ‘mattresses’
ajong the banks of lakes and backwaters, and also along estuaries,
helping to pravent tidal erosion.  The most dominant grass species in
such grasslands ara Zeysia matrefls, Cynodon dactylon, FPaspsium
serobiculstum, Sporoboius virginicus, ets. along with a few sedges
Vike Cyperus rotundus, €. triceps, Fimbristylis spp. etc.

(il High Attitude Grasslands

High Altitude Grasslands or ‘Montane Grasslands’ lis normally
above an altitude of 1000 m. Bouwrdillon designates these grasslands
as ‘Patenas’ which show close resemblance to the ‘Patenas of
Cayion’

Such grasslands wers observed in Eravikulam, Munnar, Devicalam
and Ponnambalamedu of ldukki District, Pokkunnamala of Calicut,
Silant Vallay in Pzlghat and wastern slopeae of Agastyamala in Trivan-

afdim, Biut most of thesa Hiasdidnias daroe |r|ghI‘f dﬁig[ig[ated dua 1o
misuse and overgrazing leading to excessive sail arosion,
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The Eravikutam National Park, oy the ‘Hamilton Plateau™ is ona
of the most magnificent grasslands of South India, which is situated
along the western slopes of Anamudi, These grasslands are sub-
jected to biotic intarference to & lesser degres compared to the
Nilgiri and Pulney Hills (Shetty & Vivekananthen, 1971}, This
national park heolds probably half of the total weorld population of
WNilgiri Tahr™ (Hemilragus hylocrius Ogilby}, a species which is said
to be in danger of extinction (Schaller, 1920).

Grasslands cover 85 percent of the sres of the Park and include
many grass species other types of herbs, undershrubs and a few
shtubs, §n the south-waest part of Umayamala we coma across very
axtensive grasslends which are dominated Ly Chrysopogon zayleni-
cus and Euwfziia phasothrix, (Other specias of grasses dominating in
these open grasslands are Dighanthium palyptychum, Arundinells
putpurea, A. vaginata, Andropogon lividus, MHelictotrichon virescens,
Agrastis pilosuls, Tripogon bromoides, etc, Alang with grasses,
terrastrial orchids, balsams and other harbacecus plants are planty in
thase qrassiands, Brachycorythis splendids, Hobenaris heyneana,
Peristylus aristatus, Juncus effusus. Viols sarpans, Swertiz corym-
bosa, Impatiens cordata, Drosera peltata, etc, ara examples for the
ground flara other than grasses,

The vast stretches of grasslands hers ave intersparsed with isolatmd
'sholag’, FEurys faponica, lex denticulats, Photoniz notonisns etc,
are game af the common trees found In these sholas.

The grasslands of Pennambalamedu and Sabarigiri sreas of 1dukk]
and Quilon districts and Pokkunnamala of Calicut are deminated by
grasses like Chrysopogan zeyianicus, Cymbopogen flaxuosus, The-
meda cymbaria, Ischasmum indicum, Culalia Urispicata, Tripogon
bromoides etc. These hilltop gresslands are dotted with Phoenix
humiiis, a fire resistant species.

The shola grassland vegetation of Silent Valley and its surround-
ing araas is not very fav different from that of the adjoining Niigiri
Plateau {Nair ¢t &f, 1980). Cymbopogon Hexuosus. Themeds cymba-
ria, Chrysopogon 2eylanicus, Oplismenus compositus, Tripogon

bromaides, etc, are axamples of some dominant grasses hers.

Ecological Status of Shola-grasilands

The ecolegical status of the shola-grassiand formation has been
a subject of contraversy over the years. It is considered a climatic
climax by most af the workers like Ranganathan (1936) with ground
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frost as the ‘master factor' Bor {1938) considered it to ba & ‘biotic
complex” and he showed the importance of fite, The latter view is
commonly accepted by De Rosayro (1945, 47), Heolmes (1951},
Shankaranarayan' {19568), Legris (1960), Gupta {1960), Gupia &
Shankaranerayan (1962), Chandrasekharan (1962} and Noble {1967).

The explanation that the fira is the only facior pravanting the
re-gstablishment of the shola has heen found inadequate (Meher-
Homii, 1867). In canclusion, we may say that there are two adverse
factors preventing the spread of shola-forest |. e, frost during the cold
season and fire during the drier monaths,

Succession in Grassiands

According to Agarwal 8f af. (1961) Arundinella spp. form a
higher stage in succession. In a denuded grassland after 2-3 years’
pratection specias lika Chrysopogon zeylanicus and Tripogon bromoi-
des dominate. After a while, Themeda sp., Heteropagen contortus
and fschasemum indicam also appear. Gradually the plant cover
parcentage incresses and now Arundinelia spp. attsin a dominating

stand,

Tha sbservations and ecological studies made in the high altitude
grasslands of Eravikulam Wational Park ({Clifford Rice, wunpub.)}
indicate that Dichanthium polyptychum represents the highest stage
in thesa grastlands.

The commanest among these
wall grasses are Arthraxon lancifolius, Dimeria ernithopoda, Garnotia
courtallensis, Sporobolus piliferus, etc., in high ranges and Aristiga
deprossa, Chioris barbata. Arundinefia pumiia, eic., in the piains.

(i) Grasses Afong Rocky FPlaces

Cartain species of grasses are found 1o bo growing in the cravices
of moist or dry rocky substrata.  'n higher altitudes, grasses like Zen-
keria elegans, Zenkeriz sebastinei, Tripogon bromoides, lzachne
Fischeri, atc. prefer the moist rocky habitat. While in the jowear
alevations Bhidaa burnsigna, Danthonidium gammiei, Arundinalia
cannanorica, Dimaria spp.. etc, grow along dry rocky plateau.

(@) Woetland weeds : The weeds along the paddy fields and other
wetlands include species like Echinochioa cofona, E. crusgalli, E. stag-
nina, Eriochloa procara, Qryra rufipogan, Sacciolepis interrupts, etc,

{b} Diyiand Wasads: in plantaitons, estaies and other updand culii-
vated araas grass weeds are a real menace, Soma such common
grass weoeds ara Panicum repans, Chrvsopogon acitulatus, Alloter-
psis cimicing, Axonopus compressus, Dactyloctenium aagyplivm,

Eleusing indica, otc.

OBSERVATIONS AND DISCUSSION

A. ENDEMIC GRASSES

J. D, Hooker {1896) reported about 135 genera, 734 spacies, 2
subgpecias and 39 varieties of grassas from the areas of the preseni day
Incia, Bor (1550} reported zbout 220 genera and 11695 infragen-

aric taxa from the pvesent houndary of India, which include abour 270
infrageneric taxa {32.7 %} endemic to this continent. Karthikeyan
{(1983) staed that 16 genars, 299 species, 2 sub-species and 43

varietigs are found to be endemic to India.

According to Nayar (1980) there are about 141 andemic genera
distributed over 47 families in India, and Acanthaceae and Graminsse
hava the largast number of endemic ganera. 1t is found that 2bout 16
genera of Gramineas are endemic to India.  {(Karthikeyan, 1883;
Shukls, 1983), Two more gennra have baen added during the present

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RESULTS AND CONCLUSIONS

Through well-planned seasonal exploration trips, meost of tha_a
grasses previously recorded for the area together with & large number
of adgitions, including several new discoveries, new, rare of endemic
records, atc, have been collected and documented.

Thig first stap towards the study on the grasses of Kerala State,
yieided about 296 species distributed in 103 genera, which consists
of sbout 26 taxa new to science (2 new genera and 26 new species).
In addition to the above novelties about 50 interasting grasses have
alsa been collected from the arsa. Qut of which, 4 are new records
